6A-1.099828 School Accountability for Exceptional Student Education (ESE) Center Schools.

(1) Purpose. The purpose of this rule is to implement the requirements of section 1008.3415, F.S.

(2) Definitions. The following definitions apply in this rule:

(a) “Emergent” means a student who scores at Level 1 or 2 on the Florida Standards Alternative Assessments as set out in rule 6A-1.09430, F.A.C.

(3) ESE Center School List.

(a) NO change. 
(b) Prior to calculation of school improvement ratings under Rule 6A-1.099822, F.A.C., and school grades under Rule 6A-1.09981, F.A.C., school districts will be provided the opportunity to submit additions to and deletions from the ESE center school list. Documentation required to make an addition or deletion to the list shall include:

1. through 3. No change. 
4. Verification by the superintendent that the school meets the criteria for ESE center schools described in paragraph (2)(a) (b) of this rule.

(4) No change. 
(5) An ESE center school’s grade or school improvement rating shall be calculated by the Department of Education based upon the statutes and rules noted in subsection (4) of this rule, except for the following: the achievement scores and learning gains of a student who has not been enrolled in a public school within the district other than an ESE center school for grades K-12 shall not be included in the calculation of the home school’s grade if the student scores at Level 1 or 2 on the Florida Alternate Assessment as set out in Rule 6A-1.09430, F.A.C as emergent.
